New Development since Last Status Report No. 4 issued on 11 June 2009
The number of Human Swine Flu (Influenza A, H1N1) infection cases had escalated from 49 to 796 since the last status report. Education Bureau announced on 23th June that all primary schools, kindergartens, child care centres and special schools would not resume classes this year. As the virus had become the most prevalent flu strain in Hong Kong, the Government decided to change their strategies for treating swine flu. Starting from 29th June, only patients with severe conditions, and pregnant women and children aged two or under tested positive for the virus would be admitted to hospitals. Furthermore Tamiflu would only be given to those with chronic diseases or weak immune systems.
